Want some experience in the vineyard?  
Join us at OSU’s research vineyard this summer…  

 
Woodhall Vineyard is Oregon State University’s research vineyard located in 
Alpine, OR (about 25 miles SW of Corvallis) in the foothills of the coast range. 
There are approximately 6 acres of grapes planted at the vineyard; varieties 
include Pinot noir, Chardonnay, Pinot gris, and Merlot. Vines range in age from 
25 years old to 3 years old. Various research projects are currently being 
conducted at this site. We are looking for assistance with general canopy 
management, as well as mapping of the vineyard. 
 
Canopy management consists of putting up catch wires, shoot thinning, 
suckering, shoot positioning, leaf removal, and hedging. Volunteers need to be 
physically capable of working outdoors on uneven terrain for extended periods of 
time. We are looking for help immediately through the month of August. 
 
We would also like to create an updated map of the vineyard. This project will 
include both working in the vineyard and a bit of detective work, pulling together 
information from various existing sources. The goal is to create a map with a 
series of overlays containing different pieces of information, including cultivars, 
years planted, rootstocks, block identification, number of rows/block, length of 
vine rows, number of vines/row, etc. Volunteers would not be expected to 
complete the entire mapping (unless they wanted to!). This project is a work in 
progress, and we are still working on the details. We would like to begin this 
project in August. 
 
Volunteers will meet at Oregon State University and carpool or can drive directly 
to the vineyard. We are usually in the field 6 to 8 hours per day. If volunteers 
drive directly to the vineyard, hours in the field are negotiable. Days of the week 
and specific times are also negotiable. Ability to work weekdays preferred.
